JUNE 2023: New Heart & Spirit

In my March article (see website: bhbumc.org/newsletter) | brought you up to date on the status of our
Disaffiliation. Your Disaffiliation Team, led by Gene Unger, continues to be hard at work to complete the final
requirements. Following are some of the details and final activities of the Team:

e Blackhawk Bethlehem Church is our new legal name (Those who contribute to the church by check
should begin using this name). Gene (and other Team Members) worked with our lawyer, Tracy
Waldinger, to complete a number of legal requirements

o Fed. Employer I.D. (EIN).

o Fed. 501(c)3 Tax Exempt.

o Bylaws for incorporation. Dennis Weis assembled them and other doctrinal documents.
o Deeds: Updated and filed with county. Assets and property will be restored to BhBC.

o WI Tax Exempt (CES) certificate to be completed soon.

e Insurance: Shalome Ullmann has been working with Gene and the team to consider our options for
property, liability, and workman’s comp. A final decision will be made in early June.

e Finance: Lloyd established new church accounts. Various groups are also acquiring new accounts.

e Logo/Branding/Signage: LaNell Jaquish is working with T.0.M. in Sauk City. Gene is working with a
local sign company to re-purpose existing metal signs.

e WI UM Foundation: The three accounts managed by the Foundation on behalf of BhBC will continue as
they have in the past. Some available funds were used to aid in our Disaffiliation payment.

¢ Final Disaffiliation Payment in the amount of $78,198.48 was paid to the UMC mid-May.

e Disaffiliation Agreement was signed and submitted (along with the Payment) 5/10/23.

e Archives Checklist: The following items are required by the WI UMC to complete Disaffiliation. Dennis
and Nola Weis have gathered, sorted, copied, photographed, organized, and boxed these items for
final submission. John Been delivered the box to the UMC Sun Prairie Offices on May 24,

o Original records (from founding of the church) of baptisms, membership, marriages, and deaths
along with historical items.

o Charge Conference packets from the past (7) years.

o Church Meeting Minutes from SPRC, Admin. Council, Trustees, and Finance records for (7) yrs.

e Final Checklist including:

o Final Statistical Report with most current membership.
o Other: All bank accounts changed to new church, removal of UMC Cross & Flame insignias.

e WI Annual Conference Vote to approve Disaffiliation of Blackhawk Bethlehem (and the other 40+ WI
churches all at once) will take place on June 9%, LaNell is your voting Lay Member. Rev. Weis and | will
attend with voice and vote. The video link can be found at the WI UMC website if you want to watch.

e Disaffiliation Date: BhBC will be rebirthed as a non-denominational, independent church on 7/1/2023.

Jaquish, Lloyd and JoAnn Ballweg, Shalome Ullmann, and Rev. Dennis Weis) for their sacrifice and tireless
efforts to ensure that BhBC will continue to produce generations of faithful followers of Jesus Christ!
